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 OGDEN, Utah (May 21, 2008) - For the þrst time in school history, the 
Sacramento State women have captured the Big Sky Conference All-Sports 
Trophy. On the menõs side, Northern Arizona claimed the honor for the second 
consecutive year, and the ninth time in school history. 
 The Big Sky Conference has awarded a Menõs All-Sports Trophy since 
1963-64, and a Womenõs All-Sports Trophy since 1988-89.
 Points for the All-Sports Trophy are awarded based on þnish in regular-season standings for soccer, vol-
leyball, basketball, tennis, and football. In cross country, indoor and outdoor track and þeld, and golf, points are 
awarded based on þnish in the Big Sky Championship. The All-Sports Trophy standings are based on average 
points per sport. 
 The Sacramento State women capped a sensational 2007-08 athletic season by winning the outdoor 
track and þeld championship last week on their home track. Sacramento State scored 91 total points during the 
2007-08 season, averaging 11.4 points per sport. The Hornets captured regular-season titles in soccer, and ten-
nis, claimed a share of the regular-season volleyball title, and captured the indoor track and þeld championship.
 Northern Arizona þnished second in the race for the Womenõs All-Sports Trophy, averaging 8.88 points 
per sport. The Lumberjacks won the cross country championship, and þnished second in tennis. 
 Portland State was third with an average of  8.75 points per sport, claiming a share of the womenõs vol-
leyball title, winning the golf championship, and tying for third in womenõs basketball.
 The Northern Arizona men rolled up 80 total points, for an average of 13.3 points per sport. The Lum-
berjacks captured titles in menõs cross country and menõs outdoor track and þeld. NAU was second in menõs bas-
ketball, and third in football and indoor track and þeld. Northern Arizonaõs nine Menõs All-Sports Trophies are 
second in conference history to Weber Stateõs 14.
 Weber State þnished second in the menõs race, averaging 11.6 points per sport. The Wildcats were sec-
ond in cross country, indoor track and þeld, and third in basketball, tennis and outdoor track and þeld.
 Montana þnished third with an average of 9.17 points per sport. The Grizzlies won the football champi-
onship, garnering 24 points.
 This summer, the Big Sky Conference will announce the winner of the 2007-08 Sterling Savings Bank 
Presidentsõ Cup, which recognizes a combination of academic and athletic achievement.
 In the overall athletic points for the Presidentsõ Cup, Northern Arizona leads with an average of 10.79 
points per sport. Sacramento State is second at 10.25 points per sport, followed by Weber State at 9.6. 
The All-Sports Trophy points, along with individual team grade point averages, graduation rates, and number of 
All-Conference performers with a grade point average above 3.0 will be calculated to determine the Presidentsõ 
Cup winner.
 The University of Montana captured the Sterling Savings Bank Presidentsõ Cup in 2006-07. Northern Ari-
zona claimed the honor in 2005-06. Montana State won the prestigious award in 2004-05. Weber State cap-
tured the inaugural Presidentsõ Cup in 2001-02, and 2002-03.
