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 OGDEN, Utah (April 1, 2008) ð Weber State maintained its lead in the race for the 2007-
08 Big Sky Conference Sterling Savings Bank Presidentsõ Cup following the completion of the 
winter sports. 
 Weber State leads the athletic portion of the competition, averaging 11.78 points per 
sport. The Wildcats are second on the athletic side. Weber State þnished second in menõs and 
womenõs indoor track and þeld during the winter, and also picked up a third-place þnish in 
menõs basketball.
 Northern Arizona is currently second in the Presidentsõ Cup standings, followed by defend-
ing champion Montana. 
 The Sterling Savings Banks Presidents Cup is an annual award that recognizes a combination of academic and athletic achieve-
ments of student-athletes at Big Sky institutions. Weber State won the award in 2002-03 and 2003-04. Montana State claimed the 
honor in 2004-05, followed by Northern Arizona and Montana.
 Academic criteria includes individual team grade point averages, graduated rates and number of all-conference performers with 
grade point averages above 3.0.
 The winner of the Presidentsõ Cup will be announced this summer.
  The Big Sky Conference also awards Male and Female All-Sports Trophies. Points are determined based on team þnishes in the 
regular-season Big Sky standings for soccer, volleyball, menõs and womenõs basketball and football, while points are awarded in menõs 
and womenõs cross country, and menõs and womenõs indoor track and þeld  by þnish at the Big Sky Championship. 
The Sacramento State women continue to lead the race for the Womenõs All-Sports Trophy. The Hornets are averaging 11.6 points per 
sport, and were helped in the winter by a championship in indoor track and þeld. Sacramento State also won the regular-season soccer 
title and tied for the regular-season volleyball championship. Weber State is in second at 10.9 points per sport, followed by Portland 
State.
 Northern Arizona maintained its lead in the race for the Menõs All-Sports Sports trophy. The Lumberjacks are averaging 14.75 
points per sport. Northern Arizona þnished second in menõs basketball and third in indoor track and þeld. NAU also won the cross coun-
try title, and þnished third in football.  Weber State is second at 12.88 points per sport, followed by Montana at 11.5 points per sport.
 The All-Sports Trophy winners will be announced in May.
