Orrenst - ANDREW SELLE, QB, UM, Cameron Hiceins, QB, WSU, Taiwan Jones, RB, EWU

Selle, a 6-foot-2, 219-pound junior from Billings, Mont., com-
pleted 29-0f-38 passes (.763 percent) for a career-high 349
yards and three touchdowns in Montana’s 41-34 overtime vic-
tory over Northern Arizona. Selle threw a 45-yard touchdown
pass to Sam Gratton with 2:37 to play in regulation to give UM
a 34-31 lead. He tossed a 25-yard TD pass to Tyler Palmer on
the first play of overtime for the game-winning touchdown. This
is Selle’s first Player of the Week.

Higgins, a 6-2, 195-pound junior from Kai, Hawai’i,
completed 31-0f-47 passes (.660 percent) for 410 yards with
four touchdowns and no interceptions in Weber State’s 36-

29 road win over Portland State. Higgins led the Wildcats on
a six-play, 84-yard drive in 55 seconds, hitting Tim Toone for
a 38-yard touchdown with 17 seconds remaining on a fourth-
and-3 play. Higgins, a candidate for the Walter Payton Award,
completed 4-of-7 passes for 75 yards on the game-winning
drive. This is Higgins’ fourth Player of the Week honor.

Jones, a 6-foot-1, 185-pound sophomore from Antioch,
Calif., rushed for a career-high 190 yards on just 15 carries and
scored four touchdowns in EWU’s 56-30 victory over Sacra-
mento State. Jones averaged 12.7 yards per carry and scored
on runs of 38, 37, 12 and 7 yards. He also caught one pass for
20 yards and finished with 279 all-purpose yards.

DereNsE - J.C. SHERRITT, LB, EASTERN WASHINGTON

Sherritt, a 5-10, 210-pound junior from Pullman, Wash., re-
(“I ) corded 15 tackles — 2.5 for loss — forced two fumbles and re-
{ -4 covered a fumble in the Eagles’ victory over Sacramento State.
Sherritt has moved into sixth in the nation in tackles per game
with an average of 13.0, which leads the Big Sky. Sherritt
ranks eighth nationally in tackles for loss per game with 1.88.
This is his second Player of the Week honor.

SpeciaL Teams - AaroN Woobs, ReT., WEBER STATE

Woods, a 5-6, 180-pound senior from Portland, Ore., returned
a kick 97 yards for a touchdown and finished with 202 kick
return yards in Portland State’s near upset of Weber State.
Woods’ 97-yard kick return, the second KOR TD of his career,
came near the end of the third quarter and closed Weber
State’s lead to 28-17. Woods also caught five passes for 128
and caught two touchdowns. Woods’ second TD reception gave PSU a 29-28 lead
with 1:15 to play. Woods finished the game with 330 all-purpose yards, the 14-best
single-game effort in league history.

AROUND THE BiG Sky

MNS RN RVDDS GNL.D R\VDDS GNL.D9 The road teams won all five games
last weekend involving Big Sky teams. Over the first three weeks of the
season, a Big Sky road team won just once (Montana’s 17-10 win over UC
Davis on Sept. 12. Entering this past Saturday, Big Sky teams were 1-20 on
the road. Eastern Washington moved to 10-0 all-time against Sacramento
State in Sacramento with a 56-30 victory. Montana won for the sixth
straight time at the Walkup Skydome, downing Northern Arizona 41-34

in overtime. Weber State won for the second straight time at PGE Park in
Portland, beating the Vikings 36-29. Montana State, which fell at Northern
Colorado two years ago, beat the Bears at Nottingham Field. Idaho State
lost its non-conference home game to Central Washington 33-22. It marked
the third time this decade that Central Washington has won in a Big Sky
Stadium.

EHUD ENQ 2779 Five Big Sky quarterbacks threw for at least 300 yards last
Saturday. Northern Arizona’s Michael Herrick led the way, throwing for a
career-high 440 yards in the overtime loss to Montana. It was the third-
best single-game performance in school history and most by a Lumberjack
since 1997. It also set a Walkup Skydome mark for individual passing yards,
breaking the 19-year old mark set by NAU’s John Bond of 424 set against
Nicholls State in 1990. Travis Brown is the only QB in NAU history to throw
for more yards in a game. He had 474 at Montana in 1996 and 452 against
Weber Stat in 1997...Weber State’s Cameron Higgins threw for 410 yards
in the 36-29 win over Portland State. It was the 13th 300-plus passing

day of his career. Portland State’s Drew Hubel threw for 353 yards in the
loss to Portland State. Montana’s Andrew Selle threw for a career-high 349
yards in the win over Montana. Sacramento State’s Jason Smith threw for
a career-high 320 yards in a loss to Eastern Washington. Combined the five
quarterbacks threw for 1,872 yards, 14 touchdowns and two interceptions,
and completed 68 percent of their passes.

MNS NUDQ SHKK SR NUDQ9 Nationally-ranked Weber State and Montana
both pulled out victories in dramatic fashion on Saturday. Weber State won
36-29 when Cameron Higgins found Tim Toone for 38-yard score with 17

through the hands of PSU cornerback Tracy Ford and hit Toone in stride.
Weber State led 28-10 with under two minutes left in the third quarter, but
Portland State stormed back, scoring on a 97-yard kick return by Aaron
Woods and a 31-yard interception return by DeShawn Shead before the
quarter ended. PSU took a 29-28 lead with 1:15 to play on a 15-yard re-
ception by Woods. Higgins drove Weber State 84 yards in six plays in 55
seconds for the game-winning score...Montana needed overtime to take
down Northern Arizona for the 12th straight time. UM led 27-14 late in

the third quarter, but NAU stormed back to take a 31-27 lead with 3:52
remaining on a 41-yard scoring strike from Michael Herrick to Curt Swee-
ney. UM countered with 2:37 to play on a 45-yard touchdown pass from
Andrew Selle to Sam Gratton. NAU kicker Matt Meyers tied the game with
2 seconds remaining on a 47-yard field goal. UM took the lead in overtime,
when Selle hit Tyler Palmer from 25 yards out on the Grizzlies’ first play.
NAU came right back when Alex Henderson caught a pass in the open and
dove into the end zone. Henderson, however, stepped out of bounds at the
3-yard line. Montana cornerback Trumaine Johnson tipped a Herrick pass in
the end zone on the next play. Griz safety Shann Schillinger intercepted the
pass to end the game.

G@TBJ @S 6/9 Montana coach Bobby Hauck won his 70th career on Sat-
urday, becoming just the fourth coach in league history to win 70 overall
games. Hauck, now in his seventh season, ranks fourth on the Big Sky’s all-
time career wins list, behind Nevada’s Chris Ault (111), Montana’s Don Read
(85) and Montana State/Eastern Washington’s Mike Kramer (77). Hauck is
41-6 in conference games. His 41 conference wins also ranks fourth behind
Ault (68), Read (54), and Kramer (53). Hauck has an overall career record

of 71-16. His winning percentage of .816 ranks second in Big Sky history
behind Montana’s Joe Glenn, who compiled a .867 from 2000-2002.

RTEENB@SHMF C9 Montana State put forth a tremendous defensive effort in
its 25-7 victory at Northern Colorado, limiting the Bears to just 105 yards of
total offense. The Bobcats kept NC off the board until the final two minutes
of the game. The Northern Colorado score was set up by a fumbled punt
return. It was the only time Northern Colorado advanced the ball past the
Montana State 38-yard line. The Bobcats had eight tackles for loss, includ-
ing two by Buck Buchanan Award winner Dane Fletcher. Montana State has
held an opponent under 50 yards rushing three times in its last seven games
dating back to last season.

MHBGNKR HM SGD SNO 0/9 Eastern Washington senior quarterback Matt Nich-
ols has moved into the top 10 on the Big Sky’s all-time passing yardage and
total offensive lists. Nichols, who threw for 255 yards in 56-30 win over Sac-
ramento State on Saturday, has 9,668 career passing yards putting him 10th
on the all-time list, just ahead of NAU’s Jeff Lewis (9,636). Nichols needs
594 passing yards to move into ninth place on the Big Sky’s all-time list and
become EWU'’s all-time career leader. Erik Meyer threw for 10,261 yards
from 2002-2005. Nichols has 10,276 career yards of total offense, which
ranks 10th in Big Sky history. He needs just two more yards to pass NAU’s
Greg Wyatt, and 667 to pass Erik Meyer for the school’s all-time lead

SGHQC VHSGHM QD@BGY Weber State’s Trevyn Smith was held to just 30
rushing yards last week against Portland State as he remained fifth on the Big
Sky’s all-time rushing list with 4,405 yards. Smith needs 71 yards on Satur-
day against Montana State to move into fourth place and 80 yards to move
into third place. Montana State is the only Big Sky teams that Smith has nev-
er rushed for 100 yards against. Smith gained 65 yards as a freshman against
the Bobcats, 78 in 2007 as a sophomore and 73 last season in Bozeman.
