OFFENSE - ALEX HENDERSON, RB, NAU AND TREVYN SMITH, RB, WSU

 Smith, a 5-foot-9, 210-pound senior from 
Springville, Utah, carried the ball 20 times for 177 
yards and scored on runs of 20 and 2 yards in No. 
13 Weber State’s 44-17 conference win over Idaho 
State. Smith also had seven catches for 31 yards 
to finish with 208 all-purpose yards. Smith became 
the school’s all-time leader in all-purpose yards with 
5,991. It was Smith’s 21st 100-yard rushing game, 

and this marks the fourth time he has been 
named Player of the Week.
 Henderson, a 5-10, 210-pound senior 
from Calabasas, Calif., rushed 32 times 
for 168 yards and scored three touch-
downs in Northern Arizona’s 42-39 non-
conference victory over Southern Utah. 

Henderson scored on runs of 3 and 57 yards and recovered his own 
fumble in the end zone for a score. Henderson also had three catches 
for 64 yards to finish with 232 all-purpose yards. This is Henderson’s 
second Player of the Week honor. 

DEFENSE - J.C. SHERRITT, LB, EASTERN WASHINGTON

Sherritt, a 5-10, 210-pound junior from Pullman, 
Wash., tallied 16 tackles – three – for loss – and 
forced a fumble as Eastern Washington posted its 
first shutout at Woodward Field since 1983 with a 
16-0 victory over Northern Colorado. Sherritt fin-
ished with six solo tackles and nine assisted tack-
les. Sherritt leads the Big Sky and ranks ninth in the 

FCS with an average of 12.3 tackles per game.

Zuber, a 6-foot, 180-pound junior from Chehalis, 
Wash., punted seven times for a 39.1 average in 
the Eagles’ shutout of Northern Colorado. Five of 
his punts were downed inside the 20-yard line. 
On his seventh punt, EWU forced a fumble on the 
return and took over at the Northern Colorado 6-
yard line before scoring to take a 13-0 lead. Zuber 

boomed a 64-yard punt, equaling the eighth-longest in school history. 
Zuber has been attending EWU since he graduated high school in 
2006, but this is his first season on the Eagles’ roster.

VHKC EHMHRG9 Northern Arizona appeared to have its non-conference game 
against Southern Utah well in hand when it took a 35-14 lead on a 57-yard 
Alex Henderson touchdown run early in the second half. The Lumberjacks 
had to hang on for a 42-39 victory against the Thunderbirds, who scored 
22 fourth-quarter points, and had a chance to win the game on its final of-
fensive play, pitching the ball a couple of times ala “Cal-Stanford” before 
a player was ruled down. Northern Arizona rolled up 554 yards of total 
offense, while Southern Utah had 540, including 31 through the air. North-
ern Arizona’s Michael Herrick threw for 306 yards, while running back Alex 
Henderson rushed for 168 yards and scored three touchdowns. It was the 
17th straight season that Northern Arizona won its home opener. 

D@FKDR C TO9 Eastern Washington sported black uniform tops and bot-
toms against Northern Colorado and put together a suffocating defensive 
performance in its 16-0 win over Northern Colorado. It marked the first time 
Eastern Washington has posted a shutout at Woodward Field since beating 
Montana Tech 38-0 during the 1983 season. The Eagles have recorded six 
other shutouts since then either on the road or in Spokane, including a 34-0 
win at Northern Colorado in 2006. EWU forced three Northern Colorado 
fumbles, intercepted a pass and registered four sacks. EWU held Northern 
Colorado to 78 rushing yards and 238 total yards of offense. 

A@BJ NM SQ@BJ9 After starting the season with back-to-back close losses 
to Wyoming and Colorado State, Weber State earned its first victory of the 
season with a 44-17 win over Idaho State. The Wildcats did not commit a 
turnover after surrendering eight in its first two games. Weber State junior 
QB Cameron Higgins compiled an efficiency rating of 180.6 by completing 
25-of-31 passes (80.6 percent) for 256 yards with three touchdowns and 
no interceptions. Higgins threw seven interceptions in his first two games. 
Idaho State’s offense scored touchdowns on its first two possessions, but 
kept the Bengals out of the end zone the rest of the game. Through three 
games, opponents have scored on their first possession three times against 
the Wildcats. Weber State’s defense has allowed 31 first-quarter points this 
season, but just 39 over the final three quarters.

RSNQLHMF A@BJ9 Portland State silenced a Washington-Grizzly Stadium 
record crowd of 25,726 by jumping out to a 14-0 lead on the fourth-ranked 
Grizzlies. PSU’s Ben Bowen completed a 12 play, 75-yard drive with a 
3-yard run to put the Vikings up 7-0. Drew Hubel connected with Lavonte 
Kirven on a 38-yard scoring strike with 3:41 remaining in the first. Montana 
responded by outscoring the Vikings 49-3 the rest of the game. All-Ameri-
can wide receiver Marc Mariani got the Grizzlies on the board when he took 
a short pass 56 yards for a touchdown from Justin Roper. Montana tied 
the game with 12:28 left in the second quarter when Jordan Tripp fell on a 
fumble in the end zone. The fumble was created by a high snap on a punt. 
The 49 points scored by Montana was the most in a conference game since 
the Grizzlies put up 52 on Northern Colorado in the 2007 season. Montana 
rolled up 501 yards of total offense, and Andrew Selle came off the bench 
to complete 14-of-23 passes for 213 yards with three touchdowns. Mariani 
finished with four catches for 130 yards and two touchdowns. Montana 
improved to 78-9 all-time in conference games at Washington-Grizzly Sta-
dium. Montana is 32-2 in conference games at home this decade, and 57-3 
in conference home games since the start of the 1993 season. Montana 
has won 14 straight conference home games dating back to a 34-20 loss to 
Eastern Washington in 2005.

AROUND THE BIG SKY

SNOR HM R@F@QHM9 The Big Sky Conference moved to No. 1 among FCS 
conferences in this week’s Jeff Sagarin Ratings. The Big Sky is ranked 
13th overall, and moved ahead of the Colonial Athletic Association among 
FCS conferences. Five Big Sky teams are ranked in the top 25 among FCS 
teams. Northern Iowa leads all FCS teams. The Panthers are 33rd overall 
among teams in the Sagarin Ratings, followed by Richmond (47), and Jack-
sonville State (52). Montana is 57th overall and fourth among FCS teams. 
Eastern Washington is ninth among FCS teams, followed by Northern Ari-
zona at 17, Portland State at 22 and Weber State at 24. Montana State is 
31st. 

ADMF@K AD@SDQ9 Idaho State won’t be sorry to see Trevyn Smith exhaust 
his eligibility after this season. Smith rushed for 177 yards and two touch-
downs and caught seven passes for 31 yards in the Wildcats 44-17 win 
over the Bengals. It marks the last time Smith will play in the Bengals. In 
four career games against Idaho State, Smith carried the ball 113 times and 
rushed for 650 yards and 10 touchdowns. He caught 20 passes for 283 
yards with two touchdowns. He finished his career with 933 all-purpose 
yards against the Bengals with 12 touchdowns. He had at least 208 all-
purpose yards in all four meetings, and had at least 119 rushing yards in all 
four games.

SGHQC VHSGHM QD@BG9 With his 177 yards against Idaho State, Trevyn 
Smith improved his career rushing total to 4,375. He needs 101 yards to 
move past Cedric Minter into fourth place on the Big Sky’s all-time list, and 
110 yards to move into third place past Nevada’s Charvez Foger. In three 
previous games against the Vikings, Smith has averaged 141 rushing yards 
per game. He rushed for 225 against the Vikings two years ago in Portland 
and 161 last season in Ogden.  Smith also ranks seventh in league history 
in all-purpose yards with 5,591, a Weber school record.
