Frequently Asked Questions

What is the goal of this program?

Our goal is to provide a fun and memorable college experience for the children by
exposing them to a campus environment and having them meet and interact with
Sacramento State student-athletes.

How many years has this program been running?

This is our seventh year, and to date over 12,000 Sacramento area students have
participated in this program.

How much does this cost?

The program is free for all participating youth.

Do the adults that accompany the children get in free?

Yes…for every 10 youth participants, there will be 1 adult admission issued.
Example: 100 youth = 10 adults tickets for free

Does Sacramento State provide transportation to the athletic event?

No…the participating school is responsible for transportation.  However, there is free
parking.

What does each participating youth receive?

When they attend the athletic event, each student receives a Rally Towel, promotional
item and free admission to the game.

What is the age range?

Grades 4-8.  High school students are unable to participate due to NCAA recruiting rules.

How many students can I bring?

Each sport varies on the maximum number.  We try to keep groups at a maximum of 100
students, but if the number is greater we will try our best to accommodate you.

Do we need tickets beforehand?

No…we will personally greet your group and escort you to the event.  However, it is
REQUIRED to know how many youth and adults will be participating prior to the event.



What are the different sporting events?

Fall – football, volleyball, men’s and women’s soccer
Winter – men’s and women’s basketball, gymnastics
Spring – baseball, softball

Can we get a tour of the campus?

Yes…we do offer tours, which are guided by the student- athletes.  However, due to
classes and practices during the week, we can only give tours before athletic events that
are held on Saturdays and Sundays during day light hours.  Generally we do tours before
the start of our football games that are held on Saturdays.
